Born in Holland 30™ March 1853 and died 29™ July 1890. He is one of the most famous and influential figures in Western art history. In a decade, he created
about 2, 100 artworks, including around 860 oil paintings, most of which date from the last two years of his life, They include landscapes, still

life, portraoits and self-portraits, end are characterised by bold colours and dramatic, impulsive and expressive brushwork that contributed to the foundations
of modern art. Van Gough believed that an artist should master drawing before all else, He prepared for many of his paintings with preliminary sketches.
